1. Plan your route before you start, people who seem lost or hesitant are more likely to be targeted.
2. When not in use keep valuables like MP3 players and phones out of sight in a pocket or a bag. That includes not putting them on a pub table.

3. Do not leave valuables unattended in public even for the smallest amount of time. It takes seconds to steal a bag.

4. If you have a bag with you at a café or pub use the Chelsea clips if they are available if not loop a handle over one of your chair’s legs. This will make it more difficult for some one to walk off with your bag without you noticing.

5. Remember to remove all valuables from vehicles when you leave them unattended. It is also advisable to clean the windscreen where suckers for Sat Nav and phone holders have left sticky marks.
6. Permanently mark your personal / commercial property wherever possible. This is the most important thing you can do to help police return your property.

7. Register serial numbers of cycles, laptops and mobile phones on Immobilise.com for free.

8. Always use a pre-booked mini cab or a hackney carriage, do not be tempted by illegal taxi touts.
9. Be aware of loose parts around the card feeds of cash machines, people often attempt to stick scanners to them to clone cards. Avoid using cash machines late at night to withdraw large sums of money.

10. Ensure you only use payment websites that display the gold padlock in the address bar. This means it is secure and will stop illegal copying of details.
